30 June 2020 or until a new Performance Agreement, Performance Plan and

financial year or part thereof.

4.2 The parties will review the provisions of this Agreement during June each year and
will conclude not later than 31st July of each ensuing financial year a new
Performance Agreement, Performance Plan and Personal Development Plan that
replaces this Agreement.

4.3 This Agreement will terminate on the termination of the employment contract entered
into by and between the parties for whatever reason,

4.4 The parties agree that the contents of the agreement may be revised at any time
during the duration thereof with the purpose to determine the applicability thereof.

4.5 If at any time during the vaiidity of the agreement the work environment alters to the
extent that the contents of the agreement are no longer appropriate, the contents
must by mutual agreement between the parties.

6.5.3 KPA's covering the main areas of work will account for eighty percent (80%) and
CCR's will account for twenty percent (20%) of the final assessment.

6.6 The Employee's assessment will be based on his/her performance in terms of the
outputs/outcomes (performance indicators) identified as per the performance plan which
are linked to the KPA's, which constitute eighty percent (80%) of the overail assessment
result as per the weightings agreed to between the Employer and Employee.

»  The amount of any remuneration received for such directorship or partnership/s.
Directorship includes any occupied position of director or alternative director, or by whatever name the
position is designated.
Partnership is a legal relationship arising out of a contract between two or more persons with the object of
making and sharing profits.

3. REMUNERATED WORK OUTSIDE THE PUBLIC SERVICE (ALL REMUNERATED EMPLOYMENT
MUST BE SANCTIONED PRIOR TO THE WORK BEING DONE.)
Designated employees are required to disclose the following details with regard to remunerated work
outside the public service.
¢ The type of work;
¢ The name and type of business activity of the employer; and
* The amount of the remuneration received for such work.
Remuneration means the receipt of benefits in cash or kind.
Work means rendering a service for which the person receives remuneration.

4. CONSULTANCIES AND RETAINERSHIPS
Designated employees are required to disclose the following details with regard to consultancies and
retainerships:

¢ The nature of the consultancy or retainership of any kind;

¢ The name and type of business activity, of the client concerned: and

¢ The value of any benefits received for such consultancy or retainerships.
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5. SPONSORSHIPS
Designated employees are required to disclose the following details with regard to sponsorships:
* The source and description of direct financial sponsorship or assistance; and
¢ The value of the sponsorship or assistance.
6. GIFTS AND HOSPITALITY FROM A SOURCE OTHER THAN A FAMILY MEMBER
Designated employees are required to disclose the following details with regard to gifts and hospitality:
s A description and the value and source of a gift with a value in excess of R350;
* Adescription and the value of gifts from a single source which cumulatively exceed the vaiue of
~ R350 in the relevant 12 month period; and
* Hospitality intended as a gift in kind.
Designated employees must disclose any material advantage that they received from any source e.g. any
discount prices or rates that are not available to the general public,
All personal gifts within the family and hospitality of a traditional or cultural nature need not be disclosed.
7. LAND AND PROPERTY
Designated employees are required to disclose the following details with regard to their ownership and
other interests in
land and property (residential or otherwise both inside and outside the Republic):
* Adescription and extent of the land or property;
¢ The area in which it is situated: and

¢ The value of the interest,
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
